We arrived at Joan Reef at 1600 on 
Saturday going to anchor. Sunday was 

spent marking the position of the job 
site, the weather has been ESE20-25kts 

with a 1-1.5m ground swell. Monday I 
agreed to attempt to put the barge into 

position but cancelled once it became 

obvious that the ground swell was not 
going to ease. Giles made the decision 

to go down to Miles reef and see if we 
will get any relief from the weather i.e. 

mainly the swell. 
The anchor was dropped at 1730 on 

Miles Reef last night, this morning we 

will mark the job site and if the weather 
holds I shall tow the barge into position 

later in the day. Otherwise we will 
stand-by for a break in the weather till 

we can safely operate, there is some 
preparation work that will keep every-

one busy for a while. 

Whilst I am down this end I will have 
limited communication so will try to 

keep you all informed as I can. We 
donõt know what our movements are 

going to be, as we will be at the mercy 

of the weather. I intend on anchoring 

on the job sites to give us the maxi-
mum opportunity to work. If in the 

event that we get a spell of adverse 

weather then I will seek refuge in the 

Owen Channel or the Howick Group if I 
am down this end.ó
